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For what I do inhere, which is refugee and films, we have always been very underfunded. Not refugee youth, but refugee and films, underfunded. What I do here  is refugee films and we always get like everything who want to come and help, the theatre for free. What we try to do is to be contagious of passion for what we do, and in that way people just get to collaborate in many things.  And also to give a lot without any money exchange. 
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Refugee and films is a film festival created by young people for the general public and its about refugee and immigration issues. And we do it from refugee youth. Its like a refugee to refugee exchange. 

It happens that there is money for the things at the end, but it is a bit stressful. For the Festival , maybe the films, to get films is expensive, and the actual show. The work, show, everything that happens on the weekend, and the programmes. That is the most expensive. And we normally have some funding application that works. From all of the ones we send.

We need each other, because we needed a theatre
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and they have a theatre but they didn't have us. So now they have us and it is very good for the BFI to have us there because we do a very good job. So it is a relationship that works, because they want young people from different backgrounds and they want a political thing to happen there, and it is happening, and we need  a space to be able to make it and to show it so it is a very good relationship, it is a perfect exchange. 

People volunteer. Everyone come here to watch films  without getting anything else than a good discussion. People do their bits. 
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Filmmakers come,  and help young people to make films without any money exchange. What else, I don't know. And everyone has a good time, that is the thing. Because in Refugee Youth the idea is to have fun, food and friendship, and you get it.  For us as organisers of the festival, to have a say, to able to say what we think about refugees, what do we think about our situation in here. To have a voice during a weekend to go and make noise in the rest of the city and for people who come and collaborate 
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like filmmakers, maybe to come and have a good time  and make something interesting and get to know us, or everyone as persons. It's a. People get together to do something good and fun and to say something to the general public.   

I would like to, yes, that would be good. Maybe not refugee and films but live from organising festivals, going around with young people, yes that would be nice. 

Having a say, being able to say what I think, and allow other people to have a say. I think that is the most important.
