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We came out of a ride that some of us were involved in organising from London to Scotland when the G8 summit was in Scotland, which is, what, nearly 5 years ago, now. No it's actually longer than that, isn't it? Because it is nearly our 5th anniversary.  That was a ride of about 50 people, most of whom had not really done a long ride like that before, from that group there were quite a lot of people who were interested in developing ideas around promoting cycling and also in relation to activism as well.   

And so, the following year, or even the same year, the following year we had a meeting in Nottingham of about 20 people where we spent 3 hours trying to come up with the name Bicycology
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and also just started to plan about how we would go about promoting cycling and

arranging a tour
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what we'd been inspired by on the first G8 bike ride meeting people and what they felt about seeing loads of cyclists and people doing things for free. So we were fixing bikes  and talking to people about climate change and it worked so well it was really inspirational to come together and work out how we could use that as a platform, and a lot of fun.
