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You can download the film there as well, which is the film of the first tour we did so that shows you kind of like what an event would look like which Dan is now going to describe. Succinctly
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When we get to one of the events that we're doing, there's a lot of different aspects to what we do there.  There's the obvious one which is fixing bikes for free, which is called doctor bike. So we carry all the tools and the spares with us in bike trailers and we'll set up some stands and then we'll run a system where we have these nice white lap-coats
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with Doctor Bike written on them people can see, and the the people who are working on bike mechanics can book people in and can bring their bikes along. Sometimes because we are there for a day or event two days people will see us and go away and come back and bring their bicycles. And then they can learn a bit about fixing bikes. So that's quite a central part of what we do. And a lot of the activities that we do are really designed to help people but also to give an opportunity to exchange ideas so while you're fixing somebody's bike you could talk to them about their experience of cycling. And also why they cycle and mention some of the other things that we do. The same with the crafts like the attach-pack wallets and recycle jewellery, bicycle belts, they are all a really good opportunity to speak to people and find out what their experience is of cycling in their community and how their lifestyle fits with that. 
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And then we've got peddle powered cinema.
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As part of the energy trail we did this little micro-cinema thing, so that is quite a small little screen but often its nice you see groups of kids just like huddled in front of the screen and stuff but then we've got an LED projector so we can do guerilla projections on buildings and things but also running film nights
