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We do grandly call ourselves cycle training UK and we actually work across the Uk and in fact we've even delivered work outside the UK as well. Not very much, but bits and pieces. 

Our main work is in London. Most, or the bulk of the work we do is with schools paid for by local authorities, we're working with children who are 10 and 11, that is the real bulk of our work. But our, I think the stuff that we really like doing is when we're working with individuals who come to us, generally with funding from local authorities so they don' have to pay the full hourly rate it would cost them if they had to pay it, and we're genuinely getting these people to come to us, to get on a bicycle , get them up and riding for the first time. And actually eventually through, quite a long, quite a few support lessons 
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actually getting them out on the road and. I have to say that personally I feel that it would be more valuable for us to spend more time on working with adults in society to some extent. Who can then trickle down things to their own youngsters if they have them. But working with the kids aged 9 -10 and 11 is great, we really enjoy it, kids love having their cycle training instead of going to maths, but their parents wont let them do what we've taught them to do. They won't actually let them take theor bicycles very often and go out on the road. And so, they come out with us, we teach them some basic skills, and then that's it. And then they are never out on the road again. So I'd just like to get my hands on all the parents and actually force them to do it, force them to take their kids out and show them it is fun, and that's the thing, it is fun.
