World remix is for young people, mainly young people, young refugee people who came to this country recently and who have been put in a hostel or some random place, so they don't have a change to integrate socially. So we try to outreach them by going to these places and tell them about ourselves and what we do and  bring them here and welcome them and then we benefit them by gaining there confidence so they will meet other people, different people from all over the world, and then they will exchange skills and they will be part of the activities that we 're doing.

So we give them the confidence to run their own projects actually. Some of them are, like myself, I've been running my own project. I was in world remix but I came to  do my won project which is a dance activity for my community which is the (...) community. So there were young people there to ask them about tell them about what we do and how I am going to give them benefits so we've done activities, went to residentials went to different places, integrated with different communities and different cultures. So world remix is basically to integrate more people into social life, the social community so they cannot be lonely, that's the main.

We are all allright with it. There is no-one saying we should do this we should do that, don't do this. I mean, we sit down and do meetings first each week, each week we do meetings how we're going to run it for the next world remix activities. So we sit down, we exchange ideas, we negotiate and then we try to solve the problems or the negativities. Yes,  we talk about it in the meeting or together.

Obviously money is the most important to, for these young people, to be participating more in the

activities we need more money coming. So, we try to, the money is coming from different individual charities, not from authority or government. Trustees. There are trustees who come here to give us some money. Individuals. That's where the money comes from. I know that it is not a lot but  I definitely helps for people to access.

So I think skills is the most important I would say. 

When I came here I was not shy but tried to look up, what they do, so tried to look and asked questions,  and the give me advice

and one day I said, I think I'm ready to do this, so I went there and asked JP I'm trying to do some community work in my area, (interrupt) so they see I am ready to do this project,  because I gained more experience because I as there like for 4 years, and then it turned out to be successful because of Refugee Youth, they gave me the confidence so that is the good example of exchanging skills. So I can exchange as well to other people. That's what I' trying to do; that's why I am staying right now, to help people.  The project is not going
